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LENTEN REGULATIONS 
The season of Lent begins on March 1, 2017 with Ash Wednesday 

Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are obligatory days of universal fast and 

abstinence. Fasting is obligatory for all who have completed their 18th year 

until the beginning of their 60th year. Fasting allows a person to eat one full 

meal. Two smaller meals may be taken, not to equal one full meal. 

Abstinence (from meat) is obligatory for all who have completed their 14th 

year of age (c. 1252). If possible, the fast on Good Friday is continued until 

the Easter Vigil (on Holy Saturday night) as the “paschal fast” to honor the 

suffering and death of the Lord Jesus and to prepare to share more fully and  

celebrate more readily his Resurrection (see Sacrosanctum Concilium, 109). Fridays in Lent are obligatory 

days of abstinence (from meat) for all who have completed their 14th year. As always, anyone for whom 

fasting or abstinence would pose a health risk is excused.  

 

All Catholic priests are urged to ensure that every Catholic has the opportunity to celebrate the 

sacrament of penance during Lent. In the past, installations have obtained good results from a modification 

of the “light is on for you” program. Instead of organizing a single penance service, the priest lets people 

know that he would be available each week or a couple of fixed times, e.g., every other Wednesday from 

1800 to 1900. 

 

“Through fasting and praying, we allow him to come and satisfy the deepest hunger that we 

experience in the depth of our being: the hunger and thirst for God.” (Pope Benedict XVI).
